THIS FACILITY IS GREATLY NEEDED

For the first time in forty three years the 
Glendale football team will finally receive a 
much needed locker room. The new locker 
room as well as a weight room, coaches’
offices and an indoor training facility will all 
become part of  the new Glendale Falcon 
HPER Facility.

However, the Glendale Falcons need your 
help! This facility will be the first of it's 
kind strictly  funded by private donations.  
The HPER (“Health,” “Physical Education,” 
and “Recreation”) facility will not only serve 
the needs of  the Glendale football team, but 
will also provide training space for soccer, 
cheerleading, baseball and softball just to
name a few.

Help the Falcons receive the adequate training 
you were never able to enjoy. Your contribution 
will help shape tomorrow’s leaders.

Athletic participation increases student 
achievement, grade point average, and 
attendance.
Nearly every athletic program at Glendale has 
received an outstanding achievement award for 
student athletes having an average GPA of  3.25 
to 4.0.

Our athletes need a real training room. 
Currently, the trainer must treat athletes in
a closet that is too small to hold more than
one bed. 

Improvements are greatly
needed. There have been no major
expenditures on Glendale’s Lowe Stadium in 
eighteen years.

These facilities should be located where 
they are needed- adjacent to Lowe 
Stadium.
At half-time, the football team has only 20 
minutes to walk more than half  a mile to and 
from the sidelines of  the stadium to the locker 
room located in the gym, where they use the 
restrooms, and evaluate the first half  of  the 
game before returning to the field. As a result, 
the Falcons have been penalized for being late.

All Glendale athletes will benefit
from availability of a year-round
training facility.
